WHEREAS, the Commission is authorized by Section 29(c) (Ark. Stat. & 82-963(c)) of
the Arkansas Surface Coal Mining and Reclamation Act of 1979 (Act 134 of 1979, as amended)

The following persons are hereby designated as "Examiners" who shall have
all powers as Presiding Officers on each case assigned to them by the Director, except
that the Director must approve and issue any final Consent Administrative Orders:
